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ASEAN and the Challenge of 2015

During the time of political instability in the cold war era, five
foreign ministers of five nations came together to Thailand to
form an association of regional cooperation in the Southeast
Asian region. The Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) became the fruit of this meeting with the five founding
nations - Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore and
Thailand — signing the ASEAN Declaration (Bangkok
Declaration) in August 8, 1967 in Bang Saen, Thailand. After the
global political crisis and ideological confrontation have ceased
and witnessing the gains of ASEAN, five other Southeast Asian
nations joined — Brunei (1984), Vietnam (1995), Laos (1997),
Myanmar (1997) and Cambodia (1999).

Today, the ASEAN Community of 10 nations is accelerating
all its efforts to reach the ASEAN Economic Community’s (AEC)
goals to transform ASEAN info a single market and production
base that is highly competitive and fully integrated into the
global community by 2015. This means the elimination of tariffs,
free movement of professionals, freer movement of capital, and
a streamlined customs clearance procedure thus reducing
poverty in the region and social disparity between the ASEAN-6
and ASEAN-CLMV and becoming a stronger, united and
progressive ASEAN.
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Achieving ASEAN 2015 is the dream albeit the diversities of
the political systems, language, religion and cultural divide
among its members. Still, the ASEAN Political and Security
Community (APSC) aims fo ensure that countries in the region
live ot peace with one another and with the world in a just,
democratic and harmonious environment. Meanwhile, the
ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community (ASCC) focuses on nurturing
the human, cultural and natural resources for sustained
development in a harmonious and people-oriented ASEAN.

In the center of these developmental activities is the role of

Education in creating a knowledge-based society and
confributing to the enhancement of ASEAN competitiveness,
raising ASEAN awareness and inspiring the “we feeling”,
belongingness and ASEANess, and understanding of the richness
of ASEAN's history, languages, culture and common values.

2015 is only about three years from now and the challenge is
great not only for the leaders but more so for the ASEAN people
to work hand in hand to embody the ASEAN ideals of “"One
Vision, One Identity, One Community. As the theme song of
ASEAN goes: “Together for ASEAN we dare to dream, we care
to share for it’s the way of ASEAN.”
